Surfing Lessons

Two hour surf lessons that include a red rash guard, soft top surfboard and instructor. Every
professional surf instructor will give a 20 minute technique and safety course on the beach
before assisting you in the water. Within an hour, you will be up and catching your first wave!

Students 8 years of age and older are eligible for group lessons. There are four students per
instructor. $45.00 per person.

Private lessons for all ages are available at $80.00 per person. For students under 7 years of age,
private surf lessons are also available. $80.00 per child.

ATV Sunset Beach Tour

Enjoy a guided ATV tour north of Tamarindo on a sunset trail with a stop to observe the sunset
at a local beach.

All drivers must have a valid driver’s license. All equipment including helmet, safety and goggles,
is provided.

Guided Estuary Boat Tour - Las Baulas National Park
